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FINDINGS OF THE DISSERTATION

There have been researches on US interests, goals, policies and activities
in the East Sea, but most of these researches focus on the post-Cold War era.
Some have analyzed the disputes and conflicts related to Vietnam in the East
Sea during the Cold War, but they have not clearly explained and clarified the
position of the US. This dissertation examines US position on disputes and
conflicts related to Vietnam in the East Sea during the Cold War. Academically,
the dissertation has presented the concept of position of a nation towards an
international dispute or conflict, forms of position, influencing factors, methods
to analyze and determine the position, and the relationship between the position
and foreign policy of a nation. The paper explains the US stance towards the
1951 San Francisco Conference, the dispute in the eastern group of the Paracel
Islands in 1956, the conflict in the Paracel Islands in 1974 and the conflict in the
Spratly Islands in 1988. The dissertation summarizes common points, factors
affecting the US position, making contributions to researches on the East Sea
issue from a historical perspective. Practically, the research includes a review
of international context and the current situation in the East Sea, as well as
changes in US policy towards disputes and conflicts in the East Sea after the
Cold War, makes recommendations on Vietnam policy in order to maintain
peace and stability in the region, create favorable conditions for national
development and firmly defend Vietnam's sovereignty and national interests in
the East Sea.
